Overview of TEEL-CON
T=Topic

· “Answers” the question

· Sets up the paragraph

· Usually arguable point

· The first sentence of the paragraph

· Your Words!!!

E=Explain

· Usually the second (and possibly third) sentence

· Specifies/narrows the topic sentences. (May be about a specific character, even, etc.)

E= Evidence or Examples

· Information from sources such as books, lectures, readings, etc. that support your main idea

· The “stuff” you learned or found out about the topic

· Evidence can be quotes, statistics, facts

· Evidence is something that is common – anyone can find it or use it

L=Link

· Links the evidence you used to the key idea in your topic sentence

· Explains how the evidence supports your topic

· The link is what you think or how you relate the evidence to the topic

· Your link is unique --- it shows your thought process and why you chose the evidence you chose

Con=Concluding Statement

· The last sentence of your paragraph which summarizes you answer, you evidence

· Mentions your three pieces of evidence again in a new, short way

· May make transition to next paragraph
